
Ripon Runners have Lon-done!  

The 30th running of the spectacular that is The London Marathon took place on Sunday 25th 
April. The 26.2 mile course takes in many of London’s iconic views and was superbly 
supported throughout. This year over 36,500 runners completed the event in humid 
conditions that were fortunately not as hot as feared before the race. A group of Ripon 
Runners took on the challenge, many raising money for a variety of charities. Mike Appleton 
put in a strong performance to be first Ripon Runner to finish in an impressive 2.48.18 
placing him 395th overall, taking over eleven minutes off his previous best set only six 
months ago.

Matheson 5.28.47, Diane Williams 5.34.00 and Mike Potter 5.48.58. 
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
